	 Two, as the preceding reference states, we will proclaim 
him through the Sacrament of Holy Communion, and in 
further fulfillment of the Great Commission, we will proclaim 
him in the Sacrament of Holy Baptism by baptizing those 
whom we teach his ways. 
	 We see no clearer way to proclaim Christ’s grace than by 
obeying the mission he has already given the whole Church.
